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Emergency Grants to painters + sculptors
The Alliance of Artists Communities, with funding from The Joan Mitchell Foundation, has established an emergency fund in support of painters and sculptors to participate in artists’ residencies. The fund disburses mini-grants to artists who have already been accepted and scheduled for a residency, but who would not otherwise be able to participate due to a sudden change in circumstances. 

Emergency grants of up to $1,000 are available for eligible artists. (Please note that if you receive a grant, you are required to report the grant as income when filing your taxes to the IRS.) 
eligibility

In order to be eligible for emergency assistance an applicant must:
· Be a painter or sculptor

· Have been accepted and scheduled to participate in a residency program that is an Organizational Member of the Alliance of Artists Communities prior to the emergency
· Have experienced a recent, unforeseen emergency or triggering event that would otherwise prohibit his/her participation in the planned residency

· Be a legal U.S. resident

The Alliance may not provide funding if the organization determines the above criteria have not been met.

APPLYING FOR EMERGENCY GRANTS

In addition to submitting an application, applicants must submit:

· A W9 form (download the form here: http://www.w9form.net)

· A copy of the residency award letter

· Two references not related to you, with names and contact information (colleagues, faculty, advisors, etc.)
Please complete the attached application. Once a complete application and documentation has been received, applicants will be notified of funding decisions within 10 days. Applications cannot be reviewed until all documentation has been received.
